[Fictional immigrant letter, spring 2001]

Dear Gunttier,

Jbs been a year since J moved from Gevmany to Umerica. While my stay has had
unpleasant times, J would still urge you to came te Umerica and get away from Nazi
factaries and providing jebs, the athier actions fie has taken are fhovendows. Jews and
mincxities are being tafen away te concentration camps and Hitler has seized abisalute control
of the govennment. Jtis troops apprefiend anyone who pratests ex nebiels. The Gestape can
awest anyone, at anytime, without any reason. Even though we were discreet abiout cur
appasition to FHitler, it was vewy hard to feep it quiet. Neighbions and friends could not be
tuwsted, as they feared that they could be caught for hiding secrets.

The boat vide cver ta Umerica was not a pleasant tip. Jo consewve money, J traveled
in steexage, which was noisy and dismal. Upon aviival, J was excited to be off the horritile
boat and filled with trepidation about what was te come. Jhe physical exams at Elis Jsland
were the wonst part of aviival. We wexe checled for diseases and ather health probilems and
thase whao did not pass were not allowed to stay s some were forced te separate fram their
family. J immediately began locking for a jeb, which was cetainly not easy. My education
and job skills that J acquired in Genmany helped me to find a job. Many othiens in Umerica
were not se lucky. The job pays vewy little, however, and J de not have much money. J was
lucky encugh te find a tenement, which J share with many otfier Genmans. Jhe cenditions are
awful and it is unsanitary, but it is better than living en the stueet.

Umerica is not an easy place to live, especially for Gevman immigrants at this time, but
it is safer than Geunany. Jn the United States, we are allowed the freedom of speech and
saldiens patralling the streets and thete are no cencentration camps. Many Umericans are
anguy abieut Geunan cencentration camps and FHitle's breaking his promises with the (Wllies.
Whenever I am confronted by one of these peaple, I am locked-down upaen by them for
simply being Gevman. Jhey den’t seem te wealize that J left becawse J didnw’t agree with what
could stay with me. Having already gone thuough evenything finst, J could tell you what te
expect. We will be alile to get through things mexe easily together. Please uvite soon.
